�e 2007 Merlot grapes were hand harvested and destemmed.  

Grapes were then permitted to cold soak in stainless steel before 
moving on to fermentation. A gentle pressing into barrel to complete 
malolactic fermentation followed by extensive barrel aging in French 

and American Oak. 

 Full bodied with spicy herb, cocoa bean and toasted oak overtones, 
which give way to black cherry with tangy acidity. an unusually big 

merlot with generous tannins.

Merlot is thought to have gotten its start in France, it has actually been found to be a descendent of Mediterranean vines, transferring to 

Bordeaux in the early Christian era, where it has been traced back to the �rst century in Bordeaux. �e grape did not make an appearance on 

its own, however, until the nineteenth century. It was at that time that Merlot evolved out of the biturica varietal, along with Malbec. Although 

it was then that the Merlot began to be dispersed throughout the continents, but the wine never gained the true acclaim that it deserved until 

the 1970’s, when �ne wine became a booming proposition.

Our 2007 Reserve Cabernet Franc like all Kacaba wines started with  

hand harvesting. Picked in late October, the grapes were hand sorted, 

gently destemmed, and left as whole berries for open top 

fermentation. �e grapes then cold soaked to extract colour, �avours 

and aromatics from the skins before being inoculated with yeast to 

start fermentation. 

During fermentation tanks were hand plunged 4 times a day to 

further the extraction of colour and �avour. After fermentation the 

wine was pressed o� the skins into French and American oak barrels  

to complete malo-lactic fermentation and aging.

 

  

Cabernet Franc is a hardy, early ripening red varietal, which dates back to the 17th Century in Loire, France. Ontario's oldest Cabernet Franc vines 

were �rst planted back in 1972. In a cool climate growing region, it is well suited for Ontario's viticulture. A resilient grape, Cabernet Franc seldom 

experiences winter kill. Ripening at least a week earlier than Cabernet Sauvignon, this thinner-skinned grape is rarely a�ected by rainy or cooler 

growing seasons. Kacaba planted its Cabernet Franc vines in 1995 and has been producing it as a stand alone, award winning, single varietal wine since 

our �rst vintage.
